St Paul’s Cathedral has launched Remember Me, an online book of remem-
brance for all those who have been living in the UK who have died as a result
of the COVID-19 pandemic. People of all faiths, beliefs or none are invited to
contribute to Remember Me.

HRH The Prince of Wales , who recorded a video message, said: “This virtu-
al book of remembrance is here not just to recall our loss and sorrow, but
also to be thankful for everything good that those we have loved brought
into our lives.”

Family, friends and carers of those who have died can submit, free of charge,
the name, photograph and a short message in honour of a deceased person
via the Remember Me website. The deceased person must have been living in
the UK. Remember Me will be open for entries for as long as needed. Itis
intended that the Remember Me site will become a physical memorial at the
Cathedral.
